The Public Interest Law Society Scholarship recognizes students who have made extraordinary contributions to our community through public interest work and who have demonstrated an interest to continue that commitment. 

The PILS Scholarship is intended to defray the costs associated with performing unpaid public interest work in a legal field during the 2012 summer. 

To apply, secure a public interest position for this summer, complete this form and submit it and an essay to Prof. Renata Turner by 5 p.m. March 15. Winners will be named at the PILS Auction on March 30.

Applicants must submit an essay not to exceed two double-spaced pages describing why the student is deserving of the scholarship. Applicants may also submit letters of recommendation or other documentation to support their application.

An impartial panel will review all applications and select scholarship recipients based on the following criteria: A demonstrated commitment to public interest work, the amount and type of public interest work the student has performed, this work’s impact on the community, and the student’s interest in a public interest career. Preference will be given to pro bono work - legal work for a non-profit organization serving persons of limited means or work that enhances the capacity of a nonprofit to promote justice.
